hostname in various domains. This service is provided
for up to five hostnames.

Gives complete control over an entire domain name. A
web-based interface provides two levels of control
(basic or advanced) over the domain. Can be used
with both static and dynamic IPs.

Allows a hostname such as yourname.dyndns.org to
point to your IP address. This service is provided for
up to five hostnames.
